2. The period of insurance covers the period of any journey begun while qualified for membership.

However, this is limited
to sums spent on treatment up to 180 days inclusive from the date of the accident and the payment is
based on actual paid expense and authorized as a reasonable amount. Note that the costs eligible for
payment are listed below in the "Costs eligible for payment" paragraph of the "Disease medical costs"
section.
